· East AngliaThe East of England is a very flat area, so it is important for agriculture. Much of the low lying areas form part of the fenland. The Fens consists of miles of flat land with almost no trees or hedges.

· Cambridge is one of the most well-known cities in the world because of the famous university there.

· the MidlandsNational Park - The Peak District
· The Peak District is in the north west corner of the East Midlands. It is mostly in county of Derbyshire but spills over into adjoining counties.

· The North of EnglandHadrian’s Wall – a stone wall built across the North of England to defend the North border of Roman Britain from Scottish tribes.
· On 1 January 1801, Ireland was united with Great Britain and it became necessary to have a new National Flag in which Ireland was represented. The cross St Patrick was combined with the Union Flag of St George and St Andrew, to create the Union Flag that has been flown ever since. The Welsh dragon does not appear on the flag because when the first Union Flag was created in 1606, Wales was already united with England from the 13th century. This meant that Wales a Principality instead of a Kingdom and as such could not be included.
